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 Technology Update – What Unit is That? 
 
ProDesktop 
 
ProDesktop  is a computer aided design (CAD) software program that enables students to design 
three dimensional products using a computer. Introduced at the start of 2005 this state of the art 
course is aimed at VMG students at year 9 and 10 levels. Wanganui is the only Secondary School 
in the Shepparton area offering such an intensive computer aided design course.   ProDesktop is 
strongly recommended for students who wish to study either Visual Communication or Design 
and Technology at the VCE level as there is a requirement that students use appropriate computer 
technology as part of their studies in both courses.  Prodesktop can be credited to either the Arts 
or Technology learning areas as part of their VMG studies.  The licensing arrangements with The 
Parametric Technology Corporation in the United States enable a free copy of the ProDesktop 
program to be made available to students for home use providing it is used for educational 
purposes only.   Mr Sumner and Mrs Harrington are both accredited to teach ProDesktop to 
students as part of the licensing agreement. In order to give parents a better idea of the 
ProDesktop program, a “come and try”  night will be held in D12 in the Artech Centre on 
Wednesday April 19th from 7pm to 9pm.  If you are interested please complete the reply slip at 
the bottom of this page and return it to the general office by March 31st.
